We are pleased to report that Lyme continues to be in good fiscal condition. Our rate of tax collections has continued at nearly 100%, thanks in no small part to the hard work of our tax collector, Linda Ward. This may be difficult to continue in light of economic conditions, but we remain optimistic. August 2009 will be the fifth payment on Mt. Archer Farms. We have only two installments left, with the final payment due August 2011. Regional School District 18 and its high school building project continue to be challenging. Special thanks go to Jim McFarland for his service as our liaison to the Board of Education and for his tireless service on the Building Committee. We will continue to monitor their process and maintain a close working relationship with our members on the Board of Education. Once again we have omitted the complete auditor’s report with its clean opinion. This reduces the cost of printing the annual report and seems to make it more readable. If you would like a complete report, copies are available at the Town Hall.
Our annual budget work begins in January. Your attendance at the meetings is encouraged and welcomed. Meetings are held at the Hamburg fire station starting at 7:30 p.m. They are usually held on the second and fourth Mondays of the month, but check the postings at the Town Hall as dates may change or meetings may be added as  circumstances warrant. A special word of thanks goes to the Selectmen and members of the various Boards and Commissions for creating reasonable budget requests and being easy to work with.
