Lyme Ambulance Association is, as always, pleased to be able to provide emergency medical service without charge to the residents of Lyme, thanks to the supporting membership of Lyme households, the generosity of individual
donors, and the dedication of our outstanding volunteer Operations crew. For the period July 1, 2008-June 30, 2009, we responded to 190 emergency calls (112 daytime, 78 night), including 32 mutual aid responses to East Haddam and 2 to Old Lyme. Of those, 142 calls required ambulance transport, most often to the nearest facility, the Shoreline Clinic (69 runs), to L&M Hospital (34 runs), and Middlesex Hospital (19 runs). Since 60% of our calls occur during the daytime, we owe special appreciation to our crew members who are available during the day and take the burden of these calls (minimum of two responders on each call). Carter Courtney, Rich Monahan and Carl Clement were the most frequent responders in the past year. This year, training for our Operations group included sessions on patient assessment, documentation, blood borne pathogens, CPR review, hypo and hyperthermia and our new electronic run forms as mandated by the State of Connecticut. We also held a joint training exercise with the Lyme Fire Company at the town landfill using two automobiles in a mock motor vehicle accident. In June, several of our members attended an orientation at Camp Claire to familiarize themselves with the camp in the event of an emergency during their summer session. Once again, our Operations crew staffed the first aid booth at the Hamburg Fair; this year with the additional offering of blood pressure readings and, thanks to Pfizer, glucose screenings. During the course of the year, we added four new members and seven people certified or recertified as EMT’s, MRT’s (first responders) and/or drivers. At our April banquet, service anniversary pins were awarded to: Heidi Bill, Betsey Copp, Beverly Crowther and Lynn Warren (5 years); Tom Darna (10 years); Karen Dahle (15 years); and a 20 year pin to Ernie Lammer. In addition, three of our Operations members, Linda Bireley and Carter Courtney and Bill Firgelewski have over 20 years of service and two of our Board members, John Yeomans and Sirge Orzech have been with us since 1975 and 1977 respectively. The Lyme Ambulance Association’s Board of Directors met four times during the year. Revised by-laws were passed, and new committees were launched (Outreach and Recruitment & Retention), as directed by our five-year plan. At our annual meeting in June, the Board welcomed Ken Plimpton who replaced outgoing member Rich Monahan. How can you help the Lyme Ambulance Association? Please consider the
following:
• Display your house number so we can find you in an emergency.
• When driving, pull over and stop when a vehicle with a flashing green light is behind you on the road. These are our Operations people headed either to the ambulance or to the scene of an emergency.

• Consider joining our outstanding Operations crew. We provide training and really spiffy uniforms.
