The Lyme Fire Company would like to take this opportunity to report to the residents that this past year has been a safe year around town. The year’s emergency call volume was similar to last year’s in that most calls were answering
false alarms. The Fire Company would prefer to answer false alarms rather than structure fires so please do not hesitate to call 911 should you think there is a problem. As mentioned in last year’s report, Y17, a new rescue truck went into service. This past year, the truck has been a work in progress and is now fully accessorized. Although it has always been in operation since its purchase, it now has all the necessary emergency equipment, including a full rehabilitation center and specialized equipment to gain access quickly for any type of emergency or situation that comes up on the scene. Almost all emergency calls involve the need for the Fire Police team to respond for traffic and scene safety. While dealing with traffic flow at accident scenes, the Fire Police greatly appreciate your patience and cooperation. Although not always convenient, this service keeps everyone safe. The junior program is still thriving. Many of our junior members (ages 16 – 20) have gone through the training and certification to be fire fighters, fire police and some are also Emergency Medical Technicians (EMT). This is a very talented group who are ready to serve the town in the capacity needed. Fund raising events such as the annual Steak Dinner in October and Breakfast with Santa in December were again very successful and continue to grow. Thank you to everyone who attended or made a contribution. Additionally, we would like to thank the Auxiliary of the Lyme Fire Company for their ongoing assistance; we couldn’t take on these events without their support. Unfortunately there has been some sad news this past year. Two members have passed away - Past Chief and Charter Member Herbert “Herb” Bartman and Firefighter Gerald “Gerry” McKernan. Their contributions as Fire Company members have been numerous and have greatly shaped who the Company is today. They will be missed. We are always looking for more members. Every Tuesday night there is activity at the fire house whether it is training, maintenance or other learning event. Please feel free to stop down. There are a variety of areas where assistance is needed in addition to fire fighting. All are  welcome.
